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At least 32 detainees died and another 18 were killed in prisons all over Egypt during the first quarter of 2017.

871 Egyptians opposed to the regime, including 27 minors, were arrested.

2078 Egyptians, including 7 minors, were convicted in politically motivated cases.
41 Egyptians sentenced to death.
In Sinai, the Egyptian army and security forces kill 160 and arrest 325, including 227 on mere suspicion.
Arab Organization for Human Rights in the UK (AOHR UK) released a new report detailing some of the violations committed by the Egyptian regime in the first quarter of 2017. During the period between 1 January and end of March 2017, the rates of human rights violations continued unabated as Egyptian authorities committed more atrocities. The report added that the first quarter witnessed the killing of more than 50 people all over Egypt, excluding Sinai, including 32 who died at various detention centers, 32 who succumbed to various illnesses due to medical neglect and inhumane conditions and four people died as a result of the rampant corruption at Egyptian prisons. At least 18 of the political detainees were murdered by security forces during arrest or at detention centres. Authorities usually claim the men died in exchanges of fire with security forces despite all evidence to the contrary.
At least 871 Egyptians were subjected to arbitrary arrests during the same period, including 27 minors.  The breakdown of arrests is as follows: 402 were arrested in January, 270 in February, and 199 in March. According to the report, many detainees were forcefully disappeared for 24 hours. AOHR UK reports receiving complaints about the disappearance of 266 Egyptians (30.5% of the total number of detainees) during the first quarter of 2017.
According to the report, civilian and military misdemeanors courts issued verdicts in 144 cases (116 civilian and 28 military cases) involving 2673 Egyptians, including 7 minors. The final verdicts acquitted 595 (22.3%) and sentenced 2078 (77.7) to various prison terms. At least 1176  (44%) Egyptians, including one minor, were tried in military courts, which acquitted 167 and sentenced 1009 to various prison terms.
The report pointed out that security operations in Sinai in the first quarter of 2017 left 160 dead. Army sources released statements claiming that 154 of the men were killed in exchanges of fire with security forces while the other 6 were killed by mistake.  Army spokesperson announced that 325 people were arrested during the same period, including 98 wanted by the police and 227 arrested on mere suspicion. 
According to the report, security forces destroyed many homes, farms, and vehicles, and steam bikes belonging to Sinai residents. At least 48 steam bikes, 74 vehicles, 32 homes and 11 mud houses   were destroyed during the period covered by the report. 
The report concluded that the long list of violations during the first quarter of 2017 confirm that human rights breaches continue unabated.  The report urged the international community to shoulder their ethical responsibility in light of these gross violations and undertake immediate steps to stop the Egyptian regime from committing more atrocities.
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
